Specifications of appendix tables

The data include all sentenced prisoners (N=40096) released in the years 1993-2001. From the data the
persons without a Finnish identity number have been eliminated. The persons released possibly during the
same year more than once are included in the data — also in the eventual subgroups — as many times as
they have been released. The follow-up time is then started again. The Swedish and Danish prison services
use the same method in their follow-ups.

The calculation formula of the recidivism rate: U % = (The re-offended during the time T/N-the dead during
the time T))* 100. In the tables the number of the dead during different follow-up times is included in the
group non-re-offended. In the tables as a statistical unit concerning the numbers of the recidivists is a prison
term, not a natural person: that is why mortality figures cannot be calculated from the tables.

The appendices have been grouped according to the following main components:

* Age classified at the moment of release

* Gender

* Year of release

« Times of incarceration classified

»  Principal offence (only since 1998)

e Genuine recidivists who have not committed a crime since release (only the partial data of 1996)

After the main components, there are the co-effects of two, three and four levels:

* Age * gender/age *times of incarceration etc.
» Age* gender* year of release etc.
« Age* gender* year of release * times of incarceration

The share of re-entered in prison during the follow-up times of different lengths = %
1 year, 2 years... 5 years and the possible maximum, 8 years (MAX)
If the follow-up time is not sufficient there is an entry dot in the table.
